The tour included visits to six state or national capitals; 15 major speaking engagements; two lectures; two university seminars; prison visits; and numerous radio TV and newspaper interviews.

The largest engagement of the tour was the keynote speech at the Melbourne Prayer Breakfast attended by approximately 900 people.
